be removed, before the oil is ‘hydroge-
nated’ i e. the unsaturated glyceride is
saturated with hydrogen. If these acids
are not removed, the «Vanaspati’' or
the “Vegetable Ghee!” becomes rancid.
These are determined by titrating a
weighed amount of the oil, dissolved in
rectified spirit, with a standard caustic
soda solution. After thus determining
the amount of free acids, an equivalent
amount of sodium hydroxide 1s added
to the oil, in a big funnel shaped vessel,
known as the neutraliser, The mixture
of the oil and the caustic soda 1s heated
with steam, when the free acids are
neutralised and form salts, which are
called wsoaps’. These collect at the
bottom of the neutraliser and are led
away through the opening belew and
subsequently used in the manufacture

of soap-
