FREEDOM & PLANNING.

Prof. C R. Potnis, A, 4,

The purpose of this article is to examine whether free-
dom of tke individual can be reconciled with socisl  planning.
Since both the words freedem and planning  have been variously
used by ceveral pecple, it is best to begin by definitions. These
definitions may not be acceptable to some, but the following discussion
is based on these defiritions. By freedom of the individual is here
implied the freedom to choose one’s own values of life. Since this
freedom can be enjoyed by an_individual only as a member of
scciety, the realisation of one's values of life must not be at the
cost of lives and value of life of other individuals. Another obvious
limiting factor for the realisation of values is the equipment of
gociety.  Therefore the degree of choice & of the possibility of
realisation, of values within the limits just mentioned will indicate
the degree freedcm of the individual in that society, By plan-
ning is meant the centralised direction of resources of society
against the
own initia=
tive. The problem then is to see whether such a planning can bhe
compatible with individuals freedom.

But before takirg up the question of planning as such; it
would be useful to examine the claims of competitive economy-the
alternative to  planning-as the preserver of individual’s freedom.

The point made is that t%le
seeds of monopoly are not inherent in competition, but outside it,
It however, appears that the erstwhile competitors guided by the
profit. motive agree to join in combines & cartels because that
mtive can be better furthered by forming sa h monopolies which
can restrict supply & thus get more profits. In a monopoly it
larger economies may not be made, the supply can be'controlled
Hayek accuses the Liberals of
insistence on laissezfaire, while they should have
pureuaded the state to adopt proper public policies whereby  compe-
tition could be secared.

The lessons of the past of planning suggest that planning
can create conditions wherein individual freedom can grow, but the
the ideology of the planning state may perhaps come in the way. For
under planning production can be made to ineet consumption, In
order to make possible exercise of cho'ce in an ever increasing
degree, consumption must be increased and production can rise to
ansWer Yising consumption. - Because, production is not hampered
by the profit motive of competing  enterpereneur or a monopolist.
The only limiting factor will be the resources available to the
society.  But  here too exploitation of resources can be freely
made. The weighting will formally be done by the planner. But
when more and more resources are exploited the fact that the
planner weights will not weigh much with the individuals. In this
vespect Hayek’s fears will certainly seem exaggerated to an indivi-
dual under planning in fnture. Moreover man mey invent devi-
ces whereby the will’s of individuals can be quickly reported to the
planning authority and the speed volume and variety of production
be 5o increased .as nmearly to the needs of
idividuals. As for individuals lines of activity all type of labour
will be purged of drudgery and physical exhaustion. On that score
too the individual will have cause for satisfaction. Were it not
for the recent developments in the physical sciences all this thinking
would sound utopian. But imagination boggles at the potentialities
of atomic emergy which will soon be available to man. We have
been 8> much used to ponder upon the scarcity of resources that
we dare not think in turms of a practically free supply of goods
and services.
