Shakespeare's arthasaspecial
style. His literture has a high
and unusual personality. The
tragedies depicted by him are
more famous,interesting and ex-
citing than his comedies and
different from the other trage-
dies of that time. So to talk
about shakespearean tragedies
is one of the interesting things.

Let us see first, the subject
of his tragedies, such a tragedy
brings before us a considerable
number of 'persons. Chiefly it
is the story of one person;
of the hero or of most of two

persons;- the hero and the
heroine. Most of the tragedies
like 'Macbeth' kinglear' are
of hero only. But some love-
tragedies like ! Antony and
Cleopatra.' are of two persons.

Bradley has conveyed the

subjects of shakespearean trage-

' dy in a remarkable sentence,

'It is in fact a tale of suffer—
ing and calamity conducting to
death' The sufferings and cala-—
mities are exceptional unexpect-
ed and effective due to it's
contrast with the previous glor-
ious life of the hero. The main
source of tragic emotions is
calamities and sufferings- e.g.
Pity has a larger part in king
Ay,

Greak tragedies or mediaval
tragedi es had a certain notion
of the tragic fact, i.e., A total
reverse of fortune, coming in
awares upon a man who 'stood
in high degree' happy and ap-

. parantly secured' It means man

is regarded as a puppet in the
hands of the power which falls
him down. But shakespeare has
thron away this idea of tragic
fact. He holds in on himself
rerponsible for his ruin.

Shakespeare has always provi-
ded the tragedies in which we
find the towering personalities
'0thello' is the General of the
Republic, "Macbeth' is also very
brave. The tragedy of a great
man is concerned with the whole
nation and when he falls down
from top to dust. We feel very
SOTrry.

Secondly, we get that the
calamities have taken place
mainly from the action of men.
Men appear as agents and it
means the prominant factor in
shakespearean tragedy, with
shakespear'charector in destiny'

(i) The abnormal conditions
of mind are represented, but
not as the source of events
e.g. Macbeth did not kill Dun-
can because he saw a dagger




in the air.

(2) Supernatural element is
also used in some of the traged-
ies, In 'Hamlet'- 'Ghost' app-
eared, while in Macbeth! !'Ghost!

Fate or good and evil
is moral order with shakespearean
tragedy, the chief source of
Convulsion is never good e.g.
Iago in othello the comparitively
innocent hero shows some marked
defects — pride suspectibility
simplicity jealousy precipitancy
etc. These elements take them
towards doom.

Shakespearen
tragedy can be divided into
three parts 1) Exposition 2)

In
hisexposition method the process
of merely acquiring the informa-
tion is unpleasant and the direct
imparting of it is undramatic
He uses a prologue. With Shakes-
Pear not only speaches but
actions and events are also
‘mportant. In general his expo-
Sitions are masterpieces.

The opénings of the plays
are quite thrilling and attractive
Macbeth opens with the witche's
scene with storm thunder and
Supernatural alarm. In most
of the plays the hero does not
appeared in the beginning but
makes us to think about him.
on the other hand the opening
makes us aware of some strong
Power. Macbeth opens with in
Auspicious hint. "Fair is faul
and faul is fair."

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Mahatma Gandhi was not
really a systematic thinker in
the field of political philosophy
But,since he has stressed some
fundamental ideas for the recon-
struction of society, this view

‘may be considered. He was .an

inspired leader and prophet
bearing some resemblance to
Socrates & Buddha. His persona-

lity adds weight to his ideas.

Mahatma Gandhi was not
a theortical analyst but he was
a2 man of action and also a
writer of great force and power.
His writings reveal his perso-
nality. His greatness lay more
in his lofty character and his
Political and moral leadership
than in his political ideas.
He never claimed to have origi-
nated any pew system of thought,
what he did was to put into
Practice the eternal truths,
contained in the great religious
books.He himself said that
there was no specific "ism"
like Gandhism. Gandhiji devoted
his energies to the pressing
problems of his times. Though
not an academic philosopher
or a systematic conceptual
(philosophical) thinker he had,
however, a scientific spirit
and was always experimenting
with truth. Gandhism is not

_ = o o S T T

a well worked out political
philosophy but it is quite
comprehensive and synthetic.

The problems of the rege-
neration of humanity has been
a subject of enquiry and atten-
tion at the hands of several
thinkers, Gandhiji also wanted
the moral liberation and nobili-
ty of man.He felt that social
sciences should have an ethical
orientation. In this respect he
did not differ much from the
western social idealists,caodists
and humanists. Gandhiji made
the traditional moral techniques
the effective instruments of
political action. He combined
in himself moral virtue of
political action. He combined
in himself moral virtue and
political grandeur. He was a
great nationalist for whom poli-
tical opportunism had no mean-
ing.More than merely being a
politician or a statesmen he
was a power in world politics.
His greatness is comparable
to Ashoka,Lincoln,Buddha and
Saint Paul, etc.

Gandhiji's leadership was
unique because of his successful
application of the techniques
of non-violence at the political
level. The 'satyagraha! in south

&G




Africa was the first example
of the political application of
nonviolence on a mass—scale.
This was only the beginning
of Gandhiji's far greater works
in India. -Gandhi returned to
India on January 9,1915 from
South Africa. He again' demons-
trated the political efficacy
of satyagrah in the Champaran
Satyagrah in 1917 , later he
started several non-co-operation
and civil disobedience movemets.
Gandhiji was the liberator of
400 million Indians. Though
Gandhiji was physically frail
but his spirit was mighty and
fearless.He personified the
fearless quest for 'Swarajaya'.
He stressed on fearlessness in
ordler to bring about a psycho-
%oglcal revolution in India. He
infused into the Indian people
thel courage and capacity to
resist authority, against the
fgrces of reaction. He stood
flrm for freedom. He was an
irrepresible optimist and fear-
legs fighter who opposed the
Br11.:ish imperialism. His fight
against untouchability and his
leadership of Indian independence
movement were based on ideals
and humanist orientation inspired
Gandhi's concept of nationalism,
His cry of Swarajya did not
preach aggresive isolation,It
was 'a call to vindicate the
denial of justice. He did not
want to také advantage of the
opponents rather inculcated love
for them. He stood for universal
justice and considered it as
an attribute of the soul. He
was devoted to the ideals of

liberty, equality, justice and

public welfare. He was a cold
political realist.

Allopathy means attacking

the disease by the contararies.
Later Gelsa gave a death blow
to the theory by rejecting it
even in case of Health. This
was however rennovated by
Hahnemann by means of proving
the drug on healthy human beings.
Hahnemann put a note of annota-
tion on Materia Medica of Cullen
about similarity between the
symptoms caused by intoxication
of quin quina & the cure obtained
by applicatioon of the juice
of the plant.

This idea led him to
expriment the plant on himself
in testing the drug he found
that it produced symptoms of
malaria of which it was intro-
duced as drug for cure. There
after he tested drugs after
drugs & discovered that the
drug which produced certain
symptoms could cure sick indi-
viduals with similar symptoms
Thus the phrase which he proved
similia similibus curantur is
the nucleus around which the
entire homoeopathicsystemrevolves
Tt is interesting to know from
which sources homoeopatic
remedies are derived. They
are derived from 1)Animal King-
dom—- This includes piedicines
prepared from animals,birds,
bees,sea animals etc., 2)Mineral
Kingdom- minerals,metals, com—
pound salts,elements etc., 3)
vegetable Kingdom~— Plants, Trees
shrubs etc. It is immaterial
whether medicine 1is derived
from whole plant .or from its
skin,roots leaves,flower,fruit
