~ Leprosy is caused by
bacteria and it is not at all
hereditary disease. It is ftrue
that it can attachh anybody and
not restricted to any group or
community of the people. Hence
everyone must be alert a bout
it. The disease can effect
children due to their low def en-
sive power against diseases.
If the child remains in close
contact with affected parents
for a long time then there is
possibility of the child to be
affected by leprosy. In the
first stage, the change of colour
and texture appears on the skin.
In the second stage of leprosy,
the symptoms are more prominent
The stains on the skin go on
increasing and the nerves espe-
cially nerves of the limbs i.e.
legs and hands become useless
and because of loss of sensation
the muscles become weak. The
formation of small swellings
or tumor s starts. As a result
the face and nose become ugly.
The nerves near neck, hand
§ leg become swollen and pain
is experienced.

If proper treatment is
not taken, the third stage shows
very terrible signs. Due 1o
loss of sensation & carelessness
of the patient many accidents
occur and parts without-sense
get injured, seriously e.g. Fing-
