HiS' MISSION—

In his prayer-speeches he had a belief
that the , evils from which mankind
suffers can be cured only by faith in God.
The same idea isexpresssdd by Alfred
Tennyson also  when he said— * More
things are wrought by prayer, than this
wotld dreams of. ” 'The peculiarity of
this Gandhiji's belief is that it is capable
of curing” a'l  bodily ills— 'a universal
prescription for evils both mgln'tal- and
physical.

teonic cloud which surrounds the core of
the atom and the protons inside the core
prevent such happening. However, two
hydrogen atoms can be fused together
artificially by throwing them at one
another, and when they do so to form a
single heavy hydrogen atom, a vast mass
of energy amounting to 1,400,000 electton
volts is gjven off. This energy is much
less as compared with that released by the
chain reaction of ordinary hydrogen or
heavy hydrogen into helium, but is equal
to about two million times the ene:gy
given off by burning coal.

Thus, if great enough temperatures or
pressures such as those existing in the sun
and in some stars, can be created, the
positive distaste of one hydrogen or heavy
hydrogen atom for another can be over-
come, and they are forced to join together.
When they do so, the hydrogen bomb
results.

When the ordinary atom bomb ex-
plodes, sun’s heat and great pressures are
reached, at least over a small area, and for
a brief period of time. This therefore
suggests that one type of bomb can be
used to set off the other bomb, provided
sufficient heat is reached in any one part
of the exploding old type of bomb, and
that the heavy hydrogen can be kept in
close contact with the heat source for the
chain-reaction to start. The same result
can also be achieved if the heavy hydro-
gen is restricted with the force-range of
the exploding uranium bomb long enough
for a great enough pressure to be buiit up
in order to force the hydrogsn atoms into
contact. It should be remembered that
there is no “ critical quantity” of
hydrogen which has to be used in ordcr
that the chain reaction may start. Only

a small quantity of hydrogen is sufficient
for a successful reaction to.occurs.

It is clear that if a very large hydrogen
bomb is made, it will have to be a chain
bomb, a bomb behind a bomb. This
means a bomb, with a uranium bomb
inside the smaller of the two,hydrogen
ones. No sooner the uranium. bomb
explodes, it will start the fist hydrogen
chain reaction, and this hydrogen bomb
will in its turn set off the larger amount
of heavy or other hydrogen in the outer-
most shell.

Unlike the uranium bomb, immen-
sely large size could be accomplished in
case of a hydrogen bomb which contains
a series of such layers. The size of such
a bomb would be limited only by the
difficulties of transport, A three stage
bomb, containing the uranivm core and
layers of hydrogen, will prove to be the
limit of size for air transport- But the
probability of the water transport must
not be forgotten. A steamer or a vessal
in which a hydrogen bomb is built will
have to be manned by suicide squads and
war started by means of a Pearl Harbour
type of attack.

The great destructive power of the
hydrogen bomb does not depend entirely
on the fact that it can be made of much
larger size than the uranium bomb, but
also on other fundamental physical
factors. The energy produced by the
hydrogen to helium transformation de-
pends, like the uranium splitting change,
on the difference in weight of the fizst
materials and the end preduct. This

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The common ideas of FEquality,
Fraternity and Brotherhood have their
origin in this revolution, and now they
have spread practically all over the
civilized world, In English history we
find that prime ministers ike Gladstone
or Churchill made their politics popular
through some form of literature only.
Edmund Burke’ speeches on “ American
Taxation ” have also a wide literary
significance apart from its political colour.

In modetn times our life has become
so complicated that it is practically impo-
ssible for us to think ourselves apart from
politics. Our views may be anything, but
we have some kind of colour, no doubt !
The life of our society has become so
perplexed that the connection of liteta-
rure and politics with it has become an
inevitable phenomenon. Politics has

‘dominated every field of our public and

social life, and the present condition of
literature is certainly not a happy one. At
present what we find is the yoking of
literature to the services of politicians.
But the future for literature  is
certainly bright. People and politicians
are slowly realizing the value of literary
men, Government also seems to be aware
of great talents in literature. Otherwise
Dr. Radhakrishnan would not have gune
to U. S, S, R, as our ambassader In
modern times or in any t'me we nece-
ssatily find literature reflecting political
views of the author in some form or the
other. As already seen, literature is
the representation of life, and when man
becomes a “ political ” one, it is unavoid-
al:?le for any author to reflect politics in
his works Great artistic works make

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people politically awate or inspire them,
and that instigation results in bringing
out great political changes, thus affecting
the life and tiaditions of a nation itself.

\  So if we want to make politics popular
orreadable, literature is the only go. The
need for making people politically conscious
can hardly be exdggerated. But this is
achieved only through the teaching of
political science, and so indirectly the
value of literature remains unquestionable.
Diffusion of knowledge among the people
through literature is one of the ways of
popularising politics. No other sute alter-
native can be devised for the preservation
of freedom and happiness. We can put
these thoughts better in words of Thomas
Jefferson- ¢ If a nation expects to be free
and ignorant in a state of civization; it
expects what never was, and never will
be Enlightened mass decisicns are clearly
impossible without the spread of educa-
tion. If we are not wise and enlightened,
we may not be a democracy in future.
To be preserved, every value must be
fought for. Where darkness reigns, men
are not free. Only the full light of learning
can dispel superstitions and liberate the
human mind for self-government . A
democratic  society without popular
education is indeed unthinkable, What
Jefferson observed about Ameria is totally
true in.case of India at present also. So
all these things-education,  political
consciouness, enlightened mass-decisions
are only possible and practicable, if
propetly  spread  through' literature,
because literature alone makes these
things readable, interesting, and at the
same time instructive.

Ing of Dogs, Men and Gods, as far as
possible,

It will be wasting your precious time
for me to discuss whether this world was
first inhabited by men or by dogs, and
whether in the event of itstotal destru-
ction dogs wiil first disappear It is safe to

assume that for many, many years men
and dogs have found themselves living
together in thé sams wor'd. None of you
here will ever doubt that men are animals
of one kind, just as dogs are another.
Somehow gods are concerned in the
affairs of dogs as much as of men. Men
have nothing directly to do with the origin
and propagation of the dog=world any
more than dogs have w'th the human-
world. Obviously, gods or some such
things were long ago interested in creating
both, and it was left to both to
sttle their mutual relat.ons. As men came
to be gradually civilized, dogs were
domesticated for men’s selfish purposes,
including the former’s natural gifts of
barking and biting In severel cases, dogs
have been permitted to leave the street
and enter honourably the house and the
family, Who will deny that as animals,
species of the same genus, men and dogs
are nearer to each other, than either of
them are to distant gods ! Does it not

casily follow that in some respects at Jeast

men and dogs  can and do often

interchange their respective nature and

role ? ;

The faithfulness of dogs to men is
proverbial. The friendship bet \een men
and dogs is known to be better than
either between men and men or between
dogs and dogs, because between dogs and
men the friction of selfishness would be
minimum. Men do not go to the extent
of dying for their dogs, but dogs are often
known to have died for. their dear
masters and what may be considered deat
to those dear masters. Such selflessness
on the part of dogs may be instinctive,
but that does not lessen its value. I have
every justification in holding men to be
the most selfish of all animals.
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when the very houses in the street are
dead-asleep, and barking at suspicious
characters ? Why should men and women
despise such unpaid but real servants ? It
is true that sometimes dogs’ bark is
pointless and unmannerly, needless and

disturbing, but so much more is men’s

talk. Dogs may bite gentlemen and not
thieves, but why despise dogs as a kind ?

Selfish men are ungrateful too. Ladies,
you will agree with me here without
making any special effort. | may quote
here from all our dictionaries and writings
how dogs have entered so many of our
comparisons, sayings, and proverbs, but
I will not abuse your silence and pati-
ence. For example, we are advised to let
sleeping dogs lie; we are entertained with
hopz by the promise that every dog has his
day; and we can show how clever we are
by giving a dog a bad name and then
hanging bim. In proportion to the large
number of cases in which unpleasant
things are wrongly linked with the class
of dogs, men’s acknowledgment of dogs’
good points is painfully rare. If men were
not aware of the likeness of behaviour
between themselves and dogs, men would
not go so often to dogs for the sake of an
apt comparison. This likeness, I maintain,
is day by day increasing to the discomfort
of poor dogs. In view of men’s failure so
f'ar, except in some exceptional cases, tO
sit with gods, or goddesses, if I may be
petmitted to put it thus, dogs have been
at .]aSt discovered to be the only other
animals in this wocdd whom men may
well try to imitate with the least effort
:;itsugass with the greatest measure of
23 Y-_ °ld5 and goddesses are, after all;

€xacting for weak human nature.

i To refer, ladies, as dogs to some un-
ortunate men is insulting not only to all
men, to you women, as after all you are
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all connected with’ men, whether you
admit it or not, but also to dogs them-
selves. Supposing one dog described
another dog as a mere man, how would
men feel ? Is it not grossly unjust to poor
dogs, whom you domesticate and domi-
nate, and still downright despise ? If a
man follows a woman, to her pleasure or
displeasure, the woman abuses that man as
a dog, but, excuse me, ladies, if a woman
follows a man, how will she be described ?
Don’t you realise, ladies, that women hate
following women, and that men follow
you, or some of you, because they love
you or your beauty, which is the sams
thing in the final analysis 7 Are husbands
dogs, if simply because they are pleased to
dance according to the delicate dictation
of their own wives? Which woman will
prove that woman as such, unlike men,
is never subject to a dczen follies and
half a dozen sins ? It is futile to expect
men to improve a bit by dismissing them
as dogs. Men may err, and may not
worry about heaven and hell, so long as
they have many things here to pursue.
Success or failure matters little

At this juncture, I am reminded  of
some poets who have the audacity to
treat even Great God in terms of a dog.
ButI am glad, that means dogs are so
dear to the Almighty’s big heart. It is
almost religious to really love all animals,
since it is so rare. It is something to
regard bad men as bad men, but senszless
to consider bad men and good dogs as

equal.

By the death of George Bernard Shaw,
on Nov. 2nd 1950, a great playwright,
social thinker, philosopher and satirist,
who has influenced the thought-current
of his generation, has passed away. But
his work that will go down in history as
one of the greatest contributions to world
literature has made him immortal.

Born in Dublin in 1856 Shaw
inherited the typical virtues and vices of
an Irishman, As an ordinary school-boy
Shaw was just near or at the bottom of
his class and then became a clerk at the age
of fifteen. He left the job and in order to
find fortune came to London and joined
his mother, a professional music teacher.
His eatly life in London was characterised
by poverty and sense of failure. The
period from 1876 to 1885 was the period
of his critical activity. He reviewed books
for the ‘ Pall Mall Gazette ’ and pictures for
“The World ’, He was a musical critic of
“the Star’ and serving in the same capacity
in the * World * made his initials G. B. &
familiar to the public. He acted asa
dramatic critic of the * Saturday Review.’
Du_ling the same period, as a literary
artist, Shaw was struggling to find a
suitable means to express his thought He
wrote five novels which were declined by
all the publishers, The novels made clear
that he could best express himself through

dialogue rather than through description
Or narrative,

Shaw did not confine himself merely
to the literary activities. He became a
minute observer of London life. He
listened to the lectures by Henry George
favouring land nationalism, and then
became a socialist after reading Marx. He
was also a most active member of the
Fabian Society; and there made himself
famous as a public speaker. Thus after
seeing life steadily and seeing it whole,
when he found that people were going
wrong, he made it his purpcse asa play-
wright to put them right.

The eighteen-nineties, the period of
his beginnings, was a period of ® art for
art’s sake *. Being a moralist his watch-
word was * art for life's sake’. Hence he
began to preach his sermons on social
follies and social vices through his dramas.
He began to discuss one problem or the
other in each of his dramas; consequently,
his plays became problem-plays. Ideas
assumed more impottance than the
characters, Thus Shaw became the father
of the theatre of ideasin England. His
greatness as a dramatist lies in his ability
not only to amuse his audience but to
make them think. Everything, therefore,
came within the sphere of his caustic
pen-literature, art, medicine, religion,
politics, racial prejudice, social standards.
To Shaw the practice of questioning
orthodox and accepted standards of
belief was at once the beginning of wisdom
and the beginning of goodness, Thus in
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was a philosopher possessed of a strong
dramatic gift, He employed the one to
expound the other.

Shaw as a philosopher is best: revealed
in his  Man and Super-man *, and ‘Back
to Methuselah, * In both the plays the
ideas are more memorable than the
characters; and there is little reliance upon
stage situation. In ¢ Man and Superman
we get Shaw’s earliest full statement of
his conception of the way cf salvation for
the human race, through obedience to
the Life Force, the term he uses to indicate
a power continually working upon the
hearts of men and endeavouring to impel
them towards a better and fuller _life.
In ¢ Back to Methuselah ’ he
warning; that if Man did not come up to
the mark, man would be replaced by a
less tragically futile creature, Creative
evolution was the doctrine commended
by Shaw asa means through which the
desire of Man and the purpose of the Life
force might be made identical. ” This, in
short is a summary of Shaw's philosophy
in the words of A. C. Ward,

on the head. We forget what has happened
immediately before and after the shock
but our memory of long-past events iS
unaffected. The shock apparently wipes
Euzltl-.:e most recent memory before it has

ad time to etch itself very deeply.
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How to remember — Ebbinghaus later
added considerably to this basic finding.
For example, much depend: on the way
we use our memory.

In study — more is remembered if one
consciously commits material to ‘memory
by reciting to oneself-than if one merely
reads. It is better to study in relatively
short sessions and by periodic review than
one long session,

Sigmund Freud — the founder of
psychc-analysis says, the repression of
unpleasant memories plays an important
part, The idea is that, we have a “ super
ego ” which drives the unwanted memor-
ies out of consciousnes into the unconsc-
ious, causing all sorts of internal conflict.

Dr. Sheehan maintains that thereis a
drive which makes us tead to remember
best those actions which we have not
completed; that, once an action is’' comple-
ted it tends to be put from the mind.

Dr. S, gives the example of a man who
writes a letter, then carries it about in his
pocket, forgetting to mail it She observes,
“ A psychologist whould say that he
neglects to mail it because he has comple-
ted the most important task, that of
writing the letter Sigmund Freud, would
say he did not want to write it in the first

Place, No single explanation may be
perfect,

At any rate, all psychologists agree on
One point-

There is mo such thing as a - “ Good
Memory . The reason is that several
factors ate involved in the quality of
memory,
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One is rote~the way oné learns the
alphabet,

Another is meaning-fulness-the eutent
to which one grasps the sense of whatis
to be remembered.

A Third factor is visualization-the
vividness of the image evoked by recall.

A person may have a good rote
memory and a poor visual one. Further-
more, visual memory may vary. One may
have a clear memory for form and no
memory at all for any colour.

Psychologists consider that-the only
best way to improve memory isto
cultivate the grasp of meaping.

Can you rely on memory ?

Not much, according to all the
evidence. Not only, do we remember,
only a small part of what we experiente;
much of what we think we remember
may be false.

“ He lies like an eyewitness ” is an old
German saying, and a German born
psychologist, Dr Hugo Muensterberg, did
much to prove its validity.

Most of us are familiar with various
quirks of memory. This is what the
French call “deja vu ” literally, already
seen. It is the feeling that oneis reliving
an expetienece precisely as it was experien-
ced before = at sometime that cannot be
pinned down. Psychologists have no sure
explanation for this phenomenon.

‘which developed to some extent during

this period Such scientific outlook as
existed was static and set in a theological
and mystical background. This was quite
in keeping with the static ideology and
economy of this period. For, under feuda-
lism, production was of a handicrafts
nature, for immediate local consumption
and not for trade. Communities were
virtually self-supporting and there was
for long no demand for transport
facilities or for machinery,
i

Though apparently this was a sign
of stability, it was more a symptom of
decay. For it was precisely at this time,
that there appeared scientific theories
based on'objective observation; those of
Copernicus, for example, which were to
form the basis for the revival of science in
the seventeenth century. These progressive
trends in science were tokens of new
social forcss which were growing under
the placid surface of feudal economy. By
the slow development of trade and the
expansion of markets, a new class was
coming into being, the merchant class,
with interests in trade routes, navigation
and the mercantile posts. The rising
bourgeoisie, in contrast to the feudal
nobility, were progressive, energetic al‘l.d
enterprising; they depended for their
success on the development of navigation
and astronomy made possible by the
fresh approach to natural phenomena
made by Copernicus.

With the great blossoming of trade
came a corresponding boom in small-scale
production of goods. The system of slave
labour implicit in the feudal system was
giving way as the new methods of produ-
ction came in, and' a new class: of * free ”
wage labour was coming into existence.

In this period of expansion of production,
there was, if any, alabour shortage, so
that the increasing demand for manufac-
ture meant machinery and technology. In
this social atmosphere science was encour-
aged by the merchant capitalists for the
material benefits which it brought them,
and the result was the apparently mira-
culous rebirth of a scientific investigation,
particularly in England, during the
seventeenth Century,

Science in the Seventeenth Century:

13

The scientific milestone of this period
was the emergence of Newton as the pre-
eminent experimenter and theorist. By
his work he provided the theoretical basis
for the mechanical advances demanded
by an expanding industry and commerce
* and the development of armaments. At
about the same time, Boyle was laying the
foundations of the science of gases upon
which the development of the pump
depended; and Harvey, by careful anato-
mical observations, had exploded the
¢raditional concepts of the mystic signifi-
cance of the heart by his discovery of the
circulation of the blood England was the
world centre of scientific development
just at the time when, follo.wing the
English Revolution and the trlum.ph' of
the bourgeoisie, it became a principal
commercial power. The new spirit of
adventure and discovery in naercanFiFe
affairs was reflected in the scientific

renaissance at home, We see here a good
example of the , interaction of social and
scientific advances. The historical dev?lt.:k
pment of society called for scientific
progress which, in its turn, was the mezns
of transport and production, andl_the;:: ly,
indirectly, benefited the people as a whole.

were still prevailing. In the other fields of
science, however, the progress was
noteworthy. In France, Lavoisier introduced
accurate weighing to the study of chemi-
cal reactions and demolished the phlog-
iston hypothesis which had retarded the
progress of chemistry for nearly a hundred
years! His accurately quantitative work
had paved the way for Dalton’s atomic-
theory, which, by postulating the existence
of atoms, in time completely discountena-
nced the vague metaphysical notions of
capricious combination and variability of
composition of chemical substances. By
doing this, Dalton not only advanced
scientific theory; he laid the foundations
for the wvast chemical manufacturing
process, which greatly increased the
potentialities of men’s control over nature,
at the same time providng the chief incen-
tive to the development of chemical
theory in the nineteenth century. Ina
closely related sphere, the practice of
electroplating  stimulated by  Davy’s
discoveries prompted Faraday to the
formulation of his electrochemical laws.

Science under Capitalism

By the beginning of the nineteenth
century, capitelism was just getting into
its strides. Faradays electromagnetic
induction and its subsequent application
i the dynamo is the most significant
single scientific discovery of the time.
Though jts development was slow, due
Pafle to the slow growth of electromag-
netic theory, provided later by Thompson

and'] I\glaxwell, electrical power was now
available for productive processes, When

it was fully understood, the new source of

power was applied at a rate, which
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prompted the phenomenal rise of an
entirely new industry-the electrical ‘indus-
try. Just as steam power had ushered ina
period of intense industrial expansion in
the eighteenth century, the development
of electrical power extended the scope of
applied science to hitherto undreamt of

limits.

From Faraday onwards the developm-
ents in physical science can be seen to ke
clegy related to the demands of industry,
cheaper meang, of production, transport
and communication, and as a background
for all this, the need for a unifying and
comprehensive body of theory. In this
way, Faraday’s work on electrolysis, on the
liquefaction of gases, and on electromagn-
etic induction was. directly applicable to
the problems of the manufacturers. Carnot
and Joule began the quantitative study
of heat transference and efficiency
ugon which depends the whole of
modern power engineering. This type of
work was urgently needed if the new
potentialities  of industry were to be
realised, if the growing capitalist class was
to reap full harvest from thess fresh fields
of enterprise. An even more striking
example of this was the great burst of
discovery in organic chemistry which
followed the large-scale production of
coal-tar as a by-product in the new gas
works. When one considers that, within
less than thir'y years, after Wohler blew
off the mystie * Vital force ” theory in
1828, Perkin, in 1856, synthesised  his

fist aniline dye, it is evident what

enormous and rapid progress was made

under the spur of industrial expansion.
