India has turned the corner in a
very real sense.In the early hours of the
dawn of 13th September, police action
began in Hyderabad and the Razakar
tyranny was overthrown within five days,

Justice was done to that oppressed, insul-
ted and angered massof humanity in

Hyderabad. It is true that many internal
issues still await their solutions. But the
path is paved for an amicable settlement.
Happily for all, none rushed to the aid
of the Razakars, not even the Nizam

of Hyderabad.

To the ringing of the New Year
bells was announced the ““Cease Fire”
over the Kashmir valley. Here again the
subsequent negotiatioas will, no doubt, be
delicate and very difficult, but lasting
peace is' sure to return to that land of
smiling beauty.

We consider this * Cease Fire” as
of more than ordinary importance. There
is every hope that this great event will
matk the end of an epoch of distrust,
hatred dand violence and usher in the
fuller minstrel of harmony between the
two. dominions.

explosions for purposes, good or bad. In
this respect vagueness prevails even in the
heads of scientists. Secondly, there is
the dreadful fear of atom bombs. However
rich a man and strong a nation, it is not
possible for them all to protect himself or

all its subjects from atom bombs. The
ps, chological state of a human being who

is constantly is the grip of fear of being

the .victim of atom bombs can be

imagined.

It is pointed out that the atomic
energy can be utilised for increasing the
production enormously and thus the
age-old problem ot scarcity may be
solved. This indeed appears to be a bright
prospect. But consider the history of
mankind, consider man’s attitude towatds

destructive weapons alongwith his intur-

tive pugnacity, and you will not hesitate
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to conclude that the atomic energy will
be made to flow more throu gh.destructive
channels than constructive ones. Atomic

energy, that is to say, will be more misused
than utilised. This we can not neglect
and no human being could afford to
neglect. And it i< exactly for the saﬁle
reason that we will have to keep ourselves
constantly on the alert. Even Gandhiji’s
India cannot afford to neglect the atomijc

Because of these characteristics
weeds add to man’s labours and  zesist his
efforts at control and eradication.

Structural and Physiolegical adaptations.

The main rice-producing regions in
+he Bombay Province are the Thana
District and the Colaba District.

Because of the peculiar conditions
under which rice is grown, the weeds in
rice fields differ from those infesting other
field crops, the most troublesome ones
growing like rice in standing watzr.

In the culture of low land rice, the
fields are submerged under 6 ins. of water

during the. greater part of the growing
ceason. The weeds of rice fields are there-
fore those adapted to growing in an
aquatic habitat, which is characterized by

excessive water, low oxygen for the roots

and low nitrate. The weeds of rice fields
