Although invented in the late 50's,
this technique has still to find a foothold
in our country. At present, in our country
this technique is in limited use. All of
us experienced ‘the marvel of this
technology during the broadcasting of
1989- election analysis on Doordarshan.

Basically, Microwave is the name
given to the electromagnetic waves arising
as radiation from electrical disturbances
at high frequencies. Microwares have the
frequency range of 10 -9 to 10 -12
Hertz or a characteristic wavelenght range
of 0.3 mm to 30 cms. The main source
of microwave energy is the two cavity
klystron Oscillactor or Reflee klystron
oscillator. :

On
approaching the cavity, the bunches give
up energy to it, if they arrive in such
a phase as to be deaccelerated.

Microwaves  have numerous

_applications in various fields. They are

used for broadcasting, communication, in
RADAR, microwave heating, computers,
clocks, microwave ovens, in many
processes in industry etc.

Microwave power transmission has
been advocated for electric power
distribution since it can be used directly
for heating and for existing fluourscent
lights. The possibilities being actively
investigated of satellite power generation
with microwave transmission to earth.

The satellite is powered with solar
cells and the microwave power generating
valves will operate in high vaccum. The
microwave power will be beamed to earth
where it will be conducted and rectified.
The system will be expensive in capital
cost but uses a free non-expendable energy

supply.

Biological ~ Hazards:- Although,

microwaves are helping us in many fields,
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. proper use

exposure to microwaves is hazardous
because of their heating effects. The effect
may not be felt until damage has already
been done because’the héating may be
internal whereas our body is designed
to warn'us about externally applied heat.
e.g.- Formation of cataract. There is also
some evidence of a non-thermal effect
on the nervous system, although the effect

is harder to prove and controversy still
surrounds it.

In the end, it should be noted that
of microwaves within
prescribed limits set forth by various health
organisations would lead to a comfortable
and enhanced life style of the mankind.
